ABOUT THE PLAY

Death of a Salesman is a 1949 stage play written by American playwright Ar-
thur Miller. The play premiered on Broadway in February 1949, running for
742 performances. It is a two-act tragedy set in 1940s New York told through
a montage of memories, dreams, and arguments of the protagonist Willy Lo-
man, a traveling salesman who is disappointed with his life. The play contains
a variety of themes, such as the American Dream, the anatomy of truth, and
betrayal. It explores the psychological chaos of the protagonist, and the capi-
talist society's impact on his life. Death of a Salesman uses flashbacks to pre-
sent Willy's memory during the reality. The illusion not only "suggests the
past, but also presents the lost pastoral life" according to Miller. Willy has
dreamed of success his whole life and makes up lies about his and his son
Biff's success. The more he indulges in the illusion, the harder it is for him to
face reality. Biff is the only one who realizes that the whole family lived in lies
and tries to face the truth. Death of a Salesman won the 1949 Pulitzer Prize
for Drama and Tony Award for Best Play. It is considered by some critics to be
one of the greatest plays of the 20th century.
